KORiOSLO and Follo Chamber Choirs, Norway

The choir

Kammerkoret KORiOSLO established in 1987, and have today 35 members/singers. 

Follo kammerkor (chamber choir) established 1978, and have today 45 members/singers.

The choirs often perform in Oslo and the area around Oslo, both together but also separated.

Together the choirs has performed works as Messias / Händel, Carmina Burana / Orff, ragtime opera Treemonisha by Joplin,  and Requiem av Mozart, Fauré and Rutter. 

The choirs has also sang together with Oslo Filharmoniske choir, in Requiem by Lloyd Webber and Das Buch mit sieben Segeln by Schmidt.

In many years the choirs participated in Classical Spectacular in Oslo Spektrum. 

Separatly the choirs KORiOSLO and Follo kammerkor, regulary perform cappella-concerts, in the home area or on tour in other countries. Except from teh Nordic countries the choirs also have made tours to Germany, Czech Rep. , Estonia, Latvia, Hungary, Belgium, France, Spain, England and USA. 

In Budapest the choirs will perform together and at teh cappella-concert (Szt Istvan Basilika) the choirs sing songs from famous Norwegian composers as Grieg, Kverno, Sløgedal and Nystedt.

Conductor
Tom Wiklund has conduted KORiOSLO since teh beginning of the choir 1987, and Follo kammerkor since 1992. He has graduated in church music at the Norweigan Music Academy, and he has been organist in Langhus and Torshov churches. He works now full time as music teacher at the music high school at Ski high school, where he conduct the school choir and educate in different music themes. He also educate in klavér at teh State Opera high school

Wiklund got the Torshovs culture award 1997 and Skis cultur award in 2002.   
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
